The Spectacular Role of Libraries in Protecting Students from the Effects of Poverty by
Steve Krashen

Here are some words taken directly from this article:

Poverty is by far the most powerful predictor we have of school performance. This has been
established in study after study over several decades. A plausible explanation for the results
of these studies and others is:

Access > FVR > Literacy

There is very strong evidence supporting this formula: More access to books has been
shown to lead to more self-selected reading and more self-selected reading leads to higher
levels of literacy (Krashen, 2004). There is also substantial research connecting the ends of
the formula: Better libraries are related to higher levels of literacy (Krashen, 2004; see
especially studies by Keith Curry Lance and others at http:/www.Irs.org/impact.php).

Those living in poverty have little access to books, which explains their low levels of literacy
development. | suspect that this relationship will continue until ereaders and ebooks are far
less expensive and far more available than they are now. The library can supply this access
immediately.

Recently, Susan was at Black Hills State University sharing her knowledge of the future of
eBusiness. She comes from the world of business only, but | tried to connect her knowledge
with mine. Or, as we, teachers, would say: | tried to connect my "prior knowledge" with the
new knowledge. Here is what | learned:

1. The Virtual You. The internet is gathering information on each of us every time we
order something, read something, like something, or "like" something, etc. Soon, the
great computer in the sky will know each of us as a Virtual You. It will know what type
of hotel, car, food, movies, etc. you prefer. The first time | realized this was when Wink
and | each did a Google search on the same topic.
